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The Bangalore Child Health and Development Study (BCHADS) aims to identify early social, emotional and biological risks and processes involved in the development of child mental health problems.
The Bangalore Child Health and Development Study (BCHADS) started in April 2016 as a postnatal continuation of the Prospective Assessment of Maternal Mental Health study (PRAMM) which was previously funded by the Indian Council of Medical Research in urban Bangalore, India. The BCHAD study is linked to the UK Wirral Child Health and Development Study (WCHADS) with parallel timing of assessments and measurement. BCHADS was at first jointly funded by the Medical Research Council (UK) and the Indian Council of Medical Research (India) and now continues to be funded by the MRC Global Challenge Research Fund. This is the first longitudinal study starting in pregnancy with a primary focus on maternal and child mental health.
We aim to identify early social, emotional and biological risks and processes involved in the development of childhood conduct and emotional problems. The studies are designed with common measurement in the UK (WCHADS) and India (BCHADS) so we can test whether certain risk and protective factors contribute to the development of child mental health problems in both settings. We also use some distinctive measures that may be relevant in the South Asian setting only.
Being able to conduct a study in India is very important for us because most of the longitudinal research on child development has been carried out in Western countries and we don’t know yet how applicable the results of those studies are to the South Asian context.
To reach our aim, we are gathering different types of data through the use of a variety of tools including:
· quantitative data (questionnaire, interview, observational assessments, cognitive and developmental assessments)
· audio-visual data (mother-infant and caregiver-infant interactions, cognitive testing)
· digital audio recordings of adult interviews
· physical growth parameters
· genetic material (DNA) gathered for genetic and epigenetic analysis.
· Immune function parameters 
We recruited 909 pregnant women aged 18 years and above during pregnancy from community antenatal clinics in three local Bangalore maternity units, between August, 2014 and November, 2016. We are currently funded to follow the children up to 7 years of age, though due to COVID-19 some of the children are older at the final assessment time-point.
During COVID-19 face to face assessments planned at age 5 had to be delayed and we conducted three additional telephonic follow-up phases to assess family functioning, child mental health and COVID-19 	related impacts (highlighted in light blue colour on Figure 1). The study is led jointly by Professor Helen Sharp in University of Liverpool (Perinatal and Child and Adolescent Clinical Psychology) and Professor Prabha Chandra (Perinatal Psychiatry) from the National Institute of Mental Health and Neurosciences (NIMHANS) in Bangalore, India.
We have a multidisciplinary team of researchers in the UK and these include Professor Andrew Pickles (Biostatistics - King's College London), Professor Jonathan Hill (Child Psychiatry – Manchester Metropolitan University) and Professor Atif Rahman (Child Psychiatry - University of Liverpool), Dr. Qibo Zhang, (Infection and Global Health - University of Liverpool), Dr. Chris Murgatroyd (Healthcare Science - Manchester Metropolitan University), Dr. Leonardo De Pascalis (Life and Human Sciences, University of Liverpool), and in NIMHANS we have Professor Shoba Srinath (Child Psychiatry), Prof Geetha Desai (Perinatal Psychiatry), Prof John Kommu Vijaysagar (Child Psychiatry), Dr. Thomas Kishore (Clinical Psychology), Professor Thennarasu (Biostatistics) and Professor Venkatasubramanian (Psychiatry and Neuroscience). Dr. Monojit Debnath (Human Genetics), Dr. Manjunatha Venkataswamy (Neurovirology), Dr. Preeti Jacob (Child and Adolescent Psychiatry).
We have a large team of researchers based in the field in India and a small team in the UK who work together.

Aims of the study
The main aim of this cross-cultural study is to determine which aspects of children and parents’ lives contribute to the development of child behavioural and emotional problems in both UK and India, and which aspects are distinctive to the Indian setting.
‌We know from longitudinal studies mainly conducted in Western higher income countries that early childhood behaviour problems can develop into serious antisocial behaviour in later childhood, adolescence and adulthood. The accurate identification of early risk and protective factors is extremely important to be able to design appropriate support and interventions for families.
Understanding pathways to childhood behavioural problems
The main aim of this cross-cultural study is to determine which aspects of children and parents’ lives contribute to the development of child behavioural problems in both UK and India, and which aspects are distinctive to the Indian setting. For instance, in India there is a cultural preference for male infants over females which may influence how females feel about themselves and others growing up, maternal nutrition levels are poorer in pregnancy which may impact on infant development in utero and early parenting may include a wider network of family members in contrast to Western settings in which the mother is usually the main caregiver early on. These cultural differences in early parenting may be protective or alternatively they may raise risk for social-emotional or behavioural development. We hope the study will help us find out.
Previous research in Western settings suggests the following risk and protective factors may be important for all children’s development:
· stress during pregnancy or in early life
· quality of the parent-child relationship,
· genetic make-up
· quality of family relationships
· cognitive (mental) development
· early temperament and physiological development
· poverty or social deprivation
· parental mental health
· social support
Development of culturally sensitive measures
Since we know that marital and family arrangements and the numbers of caretakers in South Asian cultures are different from the ones characteristic of Western populations we have been careful to collect data from mothers and from another key caregiver in India who plays a dominant role in caring for the child. This may be a grandparent, sister or father. We have tried to observe both the mother and the alternative caregiver playing with the infant where possible in the first year of life and later in early childhood. In the UK we observe mothers in play with their infant at similar time points through development. We are examining a variety of caregiver behaviours in both settings but are trying to ensure that the observational measures we use are culturally sensitive. Since parental practices and beliefs about how to care for children and what to expect from them differs between cultures, we have also developed a culturally sensitive self-report measure of the types of care different people in the family provide for each child. These measures will help us determine the role of shared caregiving in families.
We have been keen to develop a new measure to assess behaviours that relate to the child’s gender. We have developed a series of interviews designed to elicit behavioural examples towards each child that may be culturally indicative of gender preference. We have also been keen to assess mother’s own experience of gender discrimination growing up in their family of origin by asking them to recall their parent’s behaviours towards them relative to male siblings or cousins within the family.
Building capacity for longitudinal studies of child mental health in India and for cross-cultural studies informed by local expertise
To our knowledge this is the first longitudinal study starting in pregnancy with a focus on maternal and child mental health, as opposed to physical health, in India. We hope that the collaboration between members of the team from UK and India will advance the science of developmental psychopathology though sharing knowledge on methodologies, building skills in advanced statistical analysis of longitudinal data and improving our collective knowledge of cultural influences on children’s development. Throughout the eight year study we have conducted a programme of capacity building events for academic researchers and clinicians and for community workers involved in children’s early lives in India.

Our collaborative team is made up of senior academics and researchers from Liverpool, Manchester, London and Bangalore
Investigators
Professor Helen Sharp, University of Liverpool
I am Lead Investigator for the BCHADS study in the UK. I provide psychological, clinical and methodological expertise to the study. My background is in research in adult mental health, perinatal psychology, and clinical child psychology. I also jointly lead The UK Wirral Child Health and Development research study which spans the fields of perinatal psychology, parental mental health, parenting and the identification of psychological, social and biological processes involved in children’s emotional and behavioural development. Studying child development in the urban slums of Bangalore brings another set of challenges and is particularly interesting given the environmental and cultural differences between the UK and India.
In the University I teach trainee Clinical Psychologists and supervise a number of Masters and PhD research students. I also work as a Consultant Clinical Child Psychologist the NHS. I am actively involved in training other clinicians and advising on national policy and practice initiatives in perinatal and early parent-child interventions.
Dr Prabha S Chandra, Department of Psychiatry, NIMHANS
I am the Principal investigator of the PRAMM and BCHAD studies in India and provide clinical expertise to the study. I am a perinatal psychiatrist and a Professor of Psychiatry at NIMHANS, Bangalore. My work in addition to leading this project involves teaching MD, M.Phil and PhD trainees in psychiatry, clinical psychology and psychiatric social work. I also lead a team which runs an outpatient and inpatient perinatal psychiatry service. I am currently Dean of Behavior Science at the National Institute of Mental Health and Neurosciences (NIMHANS) in Bangalore, India.
Professor Jonathan Hill, School of Psychology, Manchester Metropolitan University 
I am co-investigator on the BCHADS study at the Manchester Metropolitan University and bring expertise in Child and Adolescent Psychiatry to the project. I am chief investigator for the Wirral Child Health and Development Study and have a strong background in research into the developmental origins of child and adult psychopathology. Much of my work has aimed to identify disorders in ways that bring us closer to an understanding of causal processes, for example in the personality disorders. WCHADS has provided us with a major opportunity to do this in relation to conduct disorders, through the study, from pregnancy onwards, of biological, social, and psychological processes underpinning contrasting patterns of aggressive and disruptive behaviours in children. Building on current developmental and parenting research, I have proposed a ‘domains framework’ for understanding and observing family processes, as a basis for therapeutic approaches with children and their parents.
Professor Andrew Pickles, Institute of Psychiatry, Psychology and Neuroscience, Kings College London
I am Co-Investigator on the BCHADS study and am based at King’s College London. I bring developmental and statistical expertise to the research team. I am an NIHR Senior Investigator and have internationally recognised expertise in psychometrics, essential for cross-cultural behavioural research, and in the analysis of developmental data. I have edited the only text on methods for life-course epidemiology and I have taught more than a dozen courses outside the UK, including India.
Professor Chris Murgatroyd, School of Healthcare Science, Manchester Metropolitan University
I am Co-Investigator on the BCHADS study and am based at Manchester Metropolitan University. I bring expertise in molecular biology and epigenetics to the research team. My main interests are in the epigenetic mechanisms by which early environments can regulate behaviour and risk for stress-related disorders.
Professor Atif Rahman, Institute of Population Health, University of Liverpool
Professor Rahman is Professor of Child & Adolescent Psychiatry at University of Liverpool and he is Co-I on the BCHADS study bringing expertise in global mental health and child psychiatry. He the world’s leading authority on early maternal and child mental health interventions in low-income countries. He has extensive experience of working in South Asia, including India: He is co-PI of SHARE, the South Asian Hub for Research, Advocacy and Education in mental health, a 5-year programme funded by the NIH, USA. He is co-Director of SPRING, a 5-year programme of research on sustainable interventions for child nutrition and development in India and Pakistan, funded by the Wellcome Trust.

I joined the University of Liverpool and the BCHAD Study in April 2017 as research assistant while I was completing my PhD at the University of Reading. My main role is to act as a link between the teams working on the Wirral Child Health and Development Study in UK and its replication in India, the Bangalore Child Health and Development Study. I also pursued my PhD in the area of latent growth mixture modelling at the Department of Biostatistics, NIMHANS under the guidance of Dr. K. Thennarasu (Co-PI for BCHADS and PRAMMS) and Dr. Prabha S. Chandra (PI for BCHADS and PRAMMS).
Dr. Matthew Bluett-Duncan
I completed my PhD in Psychology as part of the dual-PhD programme between NIMHANS and the University of Liverpool. I moved to Bangalore in August 2017 for 2 years to work as part of the BCHADS team before returning to the UK to complete my thesis. The primary focus of my PhD was cross-cultural comparability, and I developed several sets of Anchoring Vignettes for specific measures that are used to enhance the validity of direct comparisons between BCHADS and the Wirral Child Health and Development Study (WCHADS) in the UK. This is a relatively novel, but very promising, methodology. Previous to being selected as a dual-PhD candidate I completed my MSc in Research Methods (Distinction) at the University of Liverpool in 2014. I then spent several years working as a research assistant at WCHADS, delivering assessments to parents and children on the study and liaising with class teachers as we looked to widen the scope of the study, before moving to India.
How is the study progressing?
We successfully recruited 909 mothers during pregnancy, 825 were eligible for postnatal follow-up. We followed up 742 families at least once from 8-12 weeks postpartum to 2 years of children’s age (BCHADS I), with the majority of families completing multiple follow-up assessments. We successfully gained further funding to continue following-up the same families into later childhood at age 5 and 7-9 years (BCHADS II).
We have completed the pregnancy phases of the study and the postnatal phases up to age 5 years, and we are running the 7-9 years phase, after successfully securing funding to do so. After each child was born we asked families to meet our researchers for data collection either at their home or at the NIMHANS Centre for Well Being, an urban community mental health centre or at the Anganwadi centres (community venue). They were invited to take part in the study on six occasions after birth up to 7-9 years (8-16 weeks, 6 months, 1 year, and 2, 5 and 7-9 years of child age). We also gathered information from a key alternative caregiver on five occasions (around 6 months, and at 1, 2, 5 and 7-9 years of age) where possible. Mothers and caregivers were asked to complete detailed interviews and questionnaires about their lives and the study child, and to let us observe and film them playing with the child. We assessed children’s behavioural, emotional and cognitive (mental) development and we collected samples of saliva for genetic and epigenetic analysis.
During COVID-19 we completed three additional waves of telephonic assessment when children in the cohort were between three and five years of age, to ensure we captured the impact of COVID-19 on child mental health. We asked mothers about how children and families have been impacted by the pandemic and how they have been coped.
At age 5 we were able to resume planned face to face assessments. We gathered information on quality of parenting through video-recorded observations, DNA for epigenetic analyses of key stress-response and immune-response related genes, and we assessed cognitive, emotional and behavioural development through the use of standardised tasks and tests. At age 7-9 we involve teachers and ask them questions about children behaviours and emotions when children are attending school.
Gathering information from multiple people is important to reflect the reality in India where family members other than mothers are involved in the daily care of children, more often than in Western cultures. So, in addition to mothers, we interview fathers, grandparents, aunts and uncles if they are actively involved in the care of the child according to the mother. Findings are also much stronger when based on reports from several people as children can behave differently with a different caregiver who, in turn, might take care of distinctive aspects of the family life. All these factors can affect children and it’s important to know how.

Once again, we intend to gather information on quality of parenting through video-recorded observations, DNA for epigenetic analyses of key stress-response and immune-response related genes, child cortisol reactivity in response to a mild social-stressor, and cognitive, emotional and behavioural development through the use of standardised tasks and tests. We are also planning to involve teachers and ask them questions about children behaviours and emotions when children are attending school at age 7.
In preparation for the next assessments, we set up a brand-new family laboratory specially designed with children and family comfort in mind at the NIMHANS Centre for Well Being. This includes new assessment rooms, office space and a waiting area to welcome families (see News for more information and pictures) thanks to the NIMHANS administration and UOL alumni funding who provided the funding.
Unfortunately, due to the COVID-19 pandemic we are unable to meet families in person for the assessments during 2020, so we set up two telephone interview phases to keep in touch with them and to assess the impact of the pandemic on family life and child mental health in particular. During the telephonic interviews, we are asking mothers about and collecting data on how children and families have been impacted by the pandemic and how they have been coping.
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As the BCHADS study is still ongoing, publications are in preparation.
